· Pet puppies are sold for $3,000.

· A $1,200 non-refundable deposit is required once you have been selected as a home and the puppies are born and thriving.

· Puppies are not placed on a “first come, first served” basis.  Instead they will be place based on our conversations with you about your home and lifestyle, our observations of the puppies and on the results of the Volhard Temperament Test, to be performed at 49-days. 

· Puppies begin to go to their new homes between eight and nine weeks of age.

· They will be to the vet for their well check up, have received their first vaccination in the series of three, and be wormed and micro chipped.

· Have your researched all the diseases and/or problems that could happen with your Swissy (epilepsy, bloat, splenic torsion, OCD) and realize that if these problems occur they can lead to very expensive, unavoidable vet bills?

· Have you considered health insurance for your pet? Do you need carrier suggestions?

· Would you consider feeding your Swissy a raw diet?

· Do you agree to attend a minimum of Puppy Kindergarten and 2 basic obedience classes?

· What are you interested in doing with your Swissy (family pet, conformation, weight pull, carting, back packing, hiking, agility, obedience, rally, therapy dog etc.)?

· Do you plan to spay/neuter your Swissy after the appropriate amount of time?  If not, why?

· Are you aware that Swissies are not very easy to housetrain and are often not reliable until 9 months of age or older?
